1.2 SITE PROTECTION

A. Goals: The owner has set the following site protection goals for jobsite operations on the project, within the limits of the construction schedule, contract sum, and available materials, equipment, products and services. The goals assume that all jurisdictional requirements are met as a minimum for stormwater management and erosion control.  Goals include:

1. Eliminate unnecessary site disturbance.

2. Minimize impact on the site’s natural (soil and water) functions.

3. Eliminate water pollution and water quality degradation.

1.3 SITE PROTECTION PLAN

A. Within fourteen (14) days after receipt of Notice of Award and prior to any waste removal by the Contractor from the Project, the Contractor shall develop and submit to the Owner for review a site protection plan. This plan shall be Part II of a “Sustainable Job Site Operations Plan.”

B. The site protection plan shall include:

1. Site protection materials list and documentation

2. Maintenance/inspection schedule for site protection measures

3. Construction vehicles protocol, including parking, project access, maintenance, and tire wash.

1.5 SUBSTITUTIONS  

A. Should the Contractor desire to use procedures, materials, equipment, or products that are not specified but meet the intent of these specifications to protect the site, the Contractor shall propose these substitutions in accordance with Substitutions and “Or Equal” in General Requirements.

PART 2  PRODUCTS

2.1 MATERIALS

A. Least-toxic products for use on the site are specified in Division 2.

PART 3  EXECUTION

3.1 ALL PHASES

A. Conduct regular inspection and maintenance of site protection measures. Minimally, inspect all erosion and sedimentation measures after a heavy rainfall, defined as ½ inches in less than 24 hours.

B. Provide redundant mechanisms for site protection of any critical or sensitive areas on site, as identified in Site Plan.  Silt fencing fabric and other temporary site protection measures shall last for the life of the project.

C. For oil and sediment separators, ensure detergent does not get into separator.

D. Establish and post construction vehicles protocol for parking and access on the site. Provide a rocked heavy construction vehicle entrance and tire wash. 

E. Establish and post clean-up procedures for spills to prevent illicit discharges. To minimize risk, reduce hazardous wastes, including paints and other finish products, solvents, adhesives, and oils as follows:

1. Avoid overstocking

2. Adopt a first-in, first out policy

3. Label containers properly

4. Control access to storage areas and routinely inspect containers

5. Inspect all containers upon receipt. Reject leaking or damaged containers.

F. Coordinate topsoil preparation, planting, and maintenance using Integrated Pest Management (least toxic) protocol.  Use least-toxic products for controlling pests and insects in detention ponds and for soil prep. Chemical weed eradication prohibited. 

G. Use safety meetings, signage, and subcontractor agreements to communicate the goals of the site protection plan.
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
